NOW THEREFORE, under the authority and subject to the provisions of the Municipal
Government Act, Revised Statutes of Alberta 2000, and Chapter M-26 as amended. the Council
of Cardston County duly assembled hereby enacts the following:

1. Council shall amend the Town of Magrath and Cardston County Intermunicipal
Development Plan in consultation and as agreed to with the Town of Magrath.

2. That the plan amendments are adopted as indicated in the attached ‘Schedule A’.
